BISON’S SCHOLARSHIP FOR K—8 STUDENTS 

The pre-application process has ended for NEW applicants.  
Scholarships are awarded using a lottery system from all sub-
mitted pre-application forms and all applicants were notified 
of lottery results via email on March 16th.  If a family is se-
lected to receive funding, they will receive a link to complete 
the full application online.  The deadline to complete the full 
application is May 10th.  The pre-application will remain 
open on their website for families who would like to be 
placed on a waitlist.  They do take families off the waitlist as 
more funds become available. 
 
Current families did not need to fill out a pre-application, you 
should have been emailed a link to complete the renewal pro-
cess and add siblings on February 20th.  The deadline for 
families to renew their scholarship for the 2024-2025 school 
year is April 15th.
