Social Studies 6:  We continue to learn about ancient cultures.  In our study of The Israelites, 
we can make many connections to context we have learned in the bible.  From the story of 
Abraham to King Solomon and Moses, we have made the connection to the bible chapters of 
Genesis and Exodus.                                                                  
Social Studies 7/8:  Our focus is on Colonial America and events such as the Boston Tea party 
and taxation without representation that are leading to the Revolutionary War.
